More and more vendors are becoming
SWaM Certified.  SWaM is an initiative
designed to enhance purchasing
procurement opportunities for Small,
Women-owned and Minority-owned
businesses.  You must be certified with
the Virginia Department of Minority
Business Enterprises (VDMBE) to qualify 
www.dmbe.state.va.us. There is no cost
to register.  Who are SWaM vendors? If
you own and operate an independent
Small Business with less than 250 or fewer
employees, average annual gross
receipts of $10 million or less averaged
over the previous three years; you have
a Women-owned business and own at
least 51% that is controlled by one or
more women; have a Minority business
and own 51% of the business and are
controlled by one or more minorities.   

What are the benefits of SWaM 
Certification?  
 
The benefits of Certification are help and
support for small, women-owned and
minority businesses to compete for State
contracts with larger and more favored
business. Certification does not
guarantee you will be awarded State
contract work, but it will give you a
preferred position.
