Virginia needs highly skilled early childhood education 
professionals to ensure our youngest citizens live up to their 
fullest potential. 

Virginia’s Community Colleges are uniquely positioned to 
help by providing high-quality education and training for 
early childhood and child care professionals.

Thirteen community colleges offer early childhood educa-
tion programs serving approximately 2,000 students. 
Virginia’s Community Colleges are embarking on a program 
to encourage a statewide curriculum in early childhood 
education, with unique transfer programs with four-year 
colleges and universities providing opportunities for 
students seeking applied degrees that lead them straight to 
the workforce. 

One  model is a 3+1 program where students in the Hamp-
ton Roads region can complete an associate’s degree at Paul 
D. Camp Community College, Tidewater Community 
College, or Thomas Nelson Community College and trans-
fer to Norfolk State University’s bachelor of  science in 
early childhood development-child care program. Other 
models include transfer programs between Northern 
Virginia Community College and George Mason Univer-
sity; between John Tyler Community College and Virginia 
State University; and between J. Sargeant Reynolds and 
John Tyler community colleges and Virginia Common-
wealth University.

Students interested in these programs 
should complete their associate’s degree at 
the community college, check out the 
requirements at the four-year university 
they would like to attend, take any addi-
tional general education requirements, and 
keep up their grade point average.
